� The survey of southern Kazakhstan (Kyzylorda, Zhambyl and South Kazakhstan oblasts and Almaty

city) was carr ied out from Apr il 13-22, 2009. The eligibility cr iter ia was based on age (18 years and
older). Eight-hundred and twenty-seven Kazakh par ticipants were interviewed face-to-face in their
homes.

� The margin of er ror for the survey results does not exceed plus or minus 3.4 percent with a confidence
level of 95 percent.

� Fifty-nine interviewers worked on the study, on average completing 10-12 interviews in one PSU. The
interviewsweredone in Russian, Kazakh and Uzbek languages.
