Ɉ Interview data was collected using in -person, face-to-face methodology by trained professional 
interviewers.  

Ɉ Women interviewed women, and men interviewed men.  

Ɉ Households were randomly selected using a multi -stage stratification proportionate to population 
sample distribution across the survey universe of six districts.  

Ɉ Levels of stratification: (1) district (all six districts were sampled), (2) urban/semi -rural/rural, (3) 
municipality, (4) cluster, (5) household, (6) individual  

Ɉ Only one individual was interviewed per randomly selected household.  The Kish grid method was 
used to select respondents within the household. 

Ɉ The right -hand method was used to select every third household within each randomly selected 
cluster. 

Ɉ The response rate was  92.4 percent.  The numerator for this figure is the number of surveys that were 
run to completion.  The denominator is all respondents who were at home and met the qualifying 
criteria: aged 18 or older, residing at the address sampled, and not an National Transitional Council 
(NTC) official, a local -council official, a member of the military or police, a member of the media, or a 
member of any other security agency.
