It is
representative of the general population by age, gender, region and settlement size.

A Stageone: All districts of Georgia are grouped into 10 regions. All regions of Georgia were surveyed (Thilisi
city 0 as a separate region) except for Abkhazeti and Samachablo (South Ossetia), which were excluded
due to the political situation.
A Stagetwo: selection of the settlements dcities and villages.
A Settlements were selected at random. The number of selected settlements in each region was
proportional to the share of population living in a particular type of settlement in each region.
A Stage three: primary sampling were randomly drawn within each stratum.

Data were weighted by gender, age, size of the settlement and region. National Statistics Office of Georgia data

The margin of error does not exceed plus or minus 2.5 percentage points.
The responserate was 74 percent.
